
Thank you for being a part of this interactive Passover Seder Meal. We 

hope that it is very meaningful for you and your family. Below are the 

things that you will need to do to prepare for the meal. Your kit has most of 

the elements that you will need, but you may need to purchase a few things 

as indicated. You will also need to be sure that you have the table set with 

all the supplies handy.  I encourage you to prepare ahead in order to fully 

participate and enjoy the experience.  

One other suggestion…to get a bit of context leading up to the Passover, 

watch the first three Bible Project videos in the Torah series… https://

bibleproject.com/explore/torah-series/. It will take about 15 minutes to 

watch all three.  

Day(s) before the Seder Meal:  

 Look in your Kit: refrigerate the perishables; parsley, horseradish, 

charoset (apple mixture), boiled brown egg, Matzah 

 Check for:  goblets (one for each family member), Star of David sticker, 

Shank Bone picture, Chocolate Easter Egg rewards 

 Purchase:  Grape Juice, Shank Bone (opt) 

 Gather:  2 White Candles & Candlesticks, Lighter, Large Plate to use 

for Seder Plate, Small Plate for each person, Cloth Napkin, Basket for 

Flatbread, Larger Bowl for handwashing, Hand Towel, Small Bowl for 

salt water, Teaspoon for each person 

 Familiarize yourself with the extra resources: plagues sticker page, 

Passover board bk for PreSchool kids and Passover Scratch picture for 

elementary kids, Passover Story coloring pages 

½ Hour Before the Seder Meal:   

Set the Table:  

 Set up 2 white candles and 

candlesticks in center of  

table 

 Set out plate, spoon and  

goblet, one for each person  

 Set out the Grape Juice  

 Place the Cloth Napkin at  

the ‘head of the house’ place 

setting  

 Place the Lighter at the 

‘woman of the house’ place 

setting 

Prepare Seder Meal Elements: 

 Prepare a bowl of water and 

a hand towel for handwash-

ing   

 Put Sticker from kit in center 

of the Seder plate 

 Assemble the plate with the 

various elements as  

illustrated 

 Prepare a small bowl of salt 

water and place on Seder plate 

 Set out basket with the Matzah (flatbread not in napkin yet) 

Have Kit Handy: 

 Have the Chocolate Easter Egg Rewards close, but not  to be  

revealed until the Afikomen reward 

 Have extra resources ready for use at appropriate times
